The data obtained show comparable efficacy and safety of CAS compared with CEA in patients with high surgical risk.

THE PSYCHOLOGICAL STATUS AND QUALITY OF LIFE 2 TYPES SICK OF THE DIABETES AND ALIMENTARNO-KONSTITUTSIONALNYM ADIPOSITY

The psychological state and quality of life of patients with diabetes type 2 and alimentary-constitutional obesity (ACO). 167 patients with diabetes type 2 and 181 female-patients with exogenous-constitutional obesity were examined. All patients received: determination of blood sugar level (mMol/l), glycated hemoglobin (HbA1c %) of blood sugar level, measuring of insulin level of obese patients (on an empty stomach) with the quantification of homeostatic model assessment (HOMA) with the with the norm taken as 2,55, and CARO (0,33), abdominal ultrasonography, diagnosis of anxiety and depressive disorders using Spielberger-Hanin test and Beck depression Inventory. Evaluation of the life quality using the questioner MOS SF-16. Concluded that personal and situational anxiety is mostly common in patients with obesity and no diabetes, yet the situational anxiety has higher rates with insulin resistant patients. Depression is diagnosed in patients with diabetes type 2 and has higher expressivity with higher BMI.

THE INCIDENCE OF ARTERIAL HYPERTENSION IN PATIENTS WITH CHRONIC OBSTRUCTIVE LUNG DISEASES

The aim of the study is to determine the incidence of arterial hypertension (AH) in patients with chronic obstructive lung diseases based on the data of the community study. The incidence of AH in combination with bronchial obstruction was defined on the results of total examination of the adult rural population of Krasnodarskiy kray. Screening was done in 1727 individuals with obstructive lung diseases (mean age 49,6±8,7). Respiratory function was assessed using «Pneumoscreen-II», «E. Jager», Germany. The results of the community study showed that the bronchial obstruction in males occurred 2 times more often than in females. The incidence of bronchial obstruction both in males and females has a significant increase with age. Systemic AH in combination with obstructive lung diseases occurs 2,4 times more often in males, and 2,8 times more often in females than in healthy population. There has been revealed a high incidence of bronchial obstruction associated with obesity and systemic AH.

The infl uence of laser radiation on the functional activity of le ukocytes , lipid peroxidation and antioxidant defense in patients with chronic acalc ulo us cholecystiti

Purpose – to study the effect of laserpuncture on the dynamics of functional activity of leukocytes and the process status peroxidation and antioxidant protection in patients with chronic acalculosus cholecystitis. 73 patients with chronic acalculosus cholecystitis were examined. All patients were divided into 2 groups: main and control. Control group patients received only traditional medical therapy. Main group received laser puncture, which was held in conjunction with traditional medical therapy. To investigate the functional activity of neutrophils was determined by their phagocytic activity and and maintenance of intracellular components of the microbicidal system. changes in the functional activity of leukocytes in the acute stage of chronic acalculosus cholecystitis are characterized by inhibition of the major components of the microbicidal system namely cationic protein and myeloperoxidase. This leads to functional impairment of neutrophils and to depression of their phagocytic activity. Patients with chronic acalculosus cholecystitis in acute stage increases the number of products of lipid peroxidation and reveals enzyme activity detected insufficient antioxidant defense. As a result of the therapy only in patients of the main group was more significant improvement of indises. for the correction of symptoms in patients with chronic acalculosus cholecystitis in acute stage secondary immunodeficiency which is reflected in the reduction of the phagocytic activity of leukocytes, an imbalance in the system perico lipid – antioxidant defense should make of the method of laser puncture.

PHENOMENON OF CARDIORESPIRATORY SYNCHRONISM IN THE MATURE FETUS

The mechanism of the central rhythm generation is of particular importance in the formation of extracardiac influences on a rhythm of fetal heart by the end of the antenatal development. Its manifestation at the mature terms of gestation is connected with fetal respiratory activity formation. This is shown by a phenomenon of cardiorespiratory synchronism (CRS). The episodes of respiratory activity accompanied by CRS occurrence in a fetus have been revealed in 21,2% of women with physiologically proceeding pregnancy and in 61,8% with fetal hypoxia. The duration of CRS episodes, the range and the frequency of synchronization in a fetus with prenatal hypoxia authentically exceeded their values in a fetus without hypoxia. Revealing of CRS phenomenon in the fetus testifies to formation of the hierarchical system of heart rhythmogenesis in the fetus.

No statistically significant differences genotypes and alleles on polymorphism of catalase gene 262T-between COPD patients and almost healthy persons were defined. The association of genotype CC on C-262T gene polymorphism of catalase with risk of developing the the severe and extremely severe COPD was determined.

CHOICE OF GASTROPLASTY METOD IN SURGICAL TRETMENT OF HARD SCARRING GASTRIC ULCERS

The long-term morphologic and functional results of organ-preserving surgery in 104 patients with hard scarring gastric ulcers that underwent surgery during 2002–2007 years were analyzed. The operations were performed by gastroplasty method according to V. I. Onopriev with different types of gastro-gastric anastomosis formation: gastroplasty with invaginated corporo-antral anastomosis – 74 patients and gastroplasty with corporo-antral sphincter from the ileal loop – 30 patients. The object assessment of gastroduodenal complex condition demonstrated the benefits of gastroplasty with corporo-antral sphincter from the ileal loop before its analogue. The causes of potential cases of post-operated complications in the stomach were investigated.

Gro unds for an interaction bet ween forensic service and outpatient hospital

In this retrospective descriptive study we report the frequency and main causes of sudden non-violent deaths in Moscow over 3-year period. Frequency of sudden non-violent death is 78 134 cases. Males were 63,0% of cases. The incidence of sudden death was highest in the 2 age extremes (39% were 40–59 year old and 57,5% were elderly). The most important direct causes of sudden death were cardiovascular diseases (93%). The outpatient medical records were retrospectively investigated and showed 15% of them were filled in the course of pronouncement of death. A divergence in diagnosis occurred in 45,1% of cases.

Here is introduced the analyses of concomitant use of direct current in a small doses (20–25 mkA), of omentopancreatobursoskopiya and ozonized solution in 40 patients for the optimization of treatment of infected pancreatic necrosis which with the help of accelerating the process of reduction of aerob and anaerob bacterial content of suppurative focus lead to the reduction of the frequency of intraabdominal and extra-abdominal complications in 1,4 and 1,7 times, accordingly and the lethality in 1,7 times. Their concomitant use has also reduced the length of hospital stay of patients with infected pancreatic necrosis in 1,5 times.

We used the scale for estimation the level of reactive and personal anxiety, methods of differential diagnosis of depressive states, questionnaires for diagnosing the aggression state, questionnaires estimating neuropsychic tension, asthenia, debased mood, methods of personal differential, tests and questionnaires for estimation marriage satisfaction. According to the obtained results, there were determined methods of psychocorrection and courses of psychological consulting. Before and after psychocorrection we determined pshycological states of the women in order to track the dynamics of their state. Retrospectively, according to the results of psychocorrection, the examined women with idiopathic infertility were divided into three groups. The first group consisted of the women, in the case of which the first course of psychocorrection was effective. They became pregnant and gave a childbirth. The second group consisted of the women, which became pregnant and gave a childbirth after the second or the third course of psychocorrection. They were denoted as a group, the results of which were close to normal after the first course of psychocorrection. The third group consisted of the women, in the case of which the used methods were ineffective. It was found out that among all psychological methods the most informative for estimation the efficiency of psychocorrection in the women with idiopathic infertility are the following: tests and questionnaires for estimation marriage satisfaction and questionnaires for diagnosing the aggression state.

Treatment with a combination of 30 mkg of ethinylestradiol and 2 mg of dienogest for 9 months does not cause progression of varix dilatation in the small pelvis. Against the background of clinically successful therapy a significant increase of the maximum velocity of venose blood flow on the level of arcuate and parametrium plexuses was observed, it can be considered as positive dynamics of small pelvic varicose veins.

In investigation the effect of extracellular acidosis (pH 5,5) on the immunological activation of guinea pigs blood basophils in in vitro conditions the following results were obtained: 1) OVA-induced basophil activation took place in Ca2+ – free medium; 2) alcianpositive cells depletion was 36–37% and did not depend on the final OVA concentrations in the range from 3,3 to 3,3 х 10-3 mg/ml; 3) OVA-induced basophil activation under acidosis (pH 5,5; in Ca2+ -free extracellular medium ) was more intensive than the same activation under the standard conditions (pH 7,3, 1 mM Ca2+) and was 4-fold higher than the same activation in other condition (pH 7,3, in Ca2+-free extracellular medium). Thus, we demonstrated for the first time the effect of extracellular acidosis on the anaphylactic reaction of basophils. Based on our data new methods for optimization in vitro pharmacological activity tests for potential anti-allergic drugs can be proposed.

VISUALIZATION OF BASAL CELL SKIN CANCER IN HIGH-FREQUENCY ELECTRIC FIELD

In 60 patients, there has been registered luminescence of skin sites affected by basal cell skin cancer at stage I–II in high-frequency electric field. The diagnosis was confirmed by histological analysis of excised cancer sites. The gas-discharge visualization was carried out by KELSY scanner (allowed to be applied to humans) during 2 seconds. It was determined that the luminescence covered the pathological and healthy sites, and it was heterogeneous in its intensity. The luminescence intensity of skin sites with cancer exceeds the marginal luminescence of the same skin sites on the opposite side of body by 92,6%. The luminescence intensity of skin sites with cancer exceeds the marginal luminescence of the same skin sites on the opposite side of body at area luminescence intensity histograms by 180,9%. Thus, there has been demonstrated that it is possible to visualize sites of basal cell skin cancer at an early stage using high-frequency electric field, which will contribute to an improvement in diagnosing skin cancer at its early stage.

It has been analyzed and studied the state of road traffic injuries (RTIs) in Stavropol for the period from 2010 to 2012 with adults and children. We studied the pattern of injuries and their relative proportions in road accident victims. Our analysis suggests that during the analyzed period isolated injury remains a priority and it totally dominates the associated trauma. State of injury in an accident in Stavropol is permanently-growing nature with a predominance of raids cars on pedestrians. Among the isolated injuries sustained in the accident, is dominated by traumatic brain injury, which accounted for about 75% of all isolated injuries over the study period. Combined injuries involving the two regions accounted for 63% of the victims, the three areas of 30%, where the most frequent combination was head trauma injuries, injuries of the musculoskeletal system and damage to internal organs.

Endothelial dysfunction appears in significant disorders of microcirculation, 7-time multiplication of level of circulating endothelial cells with considerable increase of mortal cells number, change of cytokine status. One of the mechanisms of endothelial dysfunction in nicotine dependent persons was supposed to be the protein modification by elevated level of total homocysteine with the appearance of autoantibodies to the modified proteins.

Assesment of post -operative rehabilitation of the patients , who under went aorto -coronary artery bypas surgery , after their treatment at cardiological center

There have been examined 48 patients 2 and 3 months after aorto-coronary bypass surgery. The patients underwent a course of rehabilitation at cardiological center. Apart from general medical examination, which included electrocardiography, echocardiography, chest X-ray examination, laboratory tests, there was determined a regulatory and adaptive state in the patients according to the measures of cardiac-respiratory synchronism. In 33 patients, after their treatment at cardiological center, there was revealed an increase in the regulatory and adaptive abilities, which were assessed on the basis of the index of regulatory and adaptive state. In these patients, regulatory and adaptive abilities were close to normal and were estimated as good ones. In 8 patients, there was such an increase in the index of regulatory and adaptive state that allows to estimate their regulatory and adaptive abilities as satisfactory ones. In 7 patients, the index of regulatory and adaptive state did not change, so their regulatory and adaptive abilities were assessed as low ones. On the basis of regulatory and adaptive abilities, in spite of satisfactory clinical state of the patients after their rehabilitation at cardiological center, it seems necessary to point out a risk group among the patients, requiring a more careful clinical examination.

ACUPUNCTURE USE IN PROCESSES OF VEGETATIVE REGULATION AT CEREBROVASCULAR DISEASES

We studied 50 patients, mean age 51 year, 18 men, 32 women, with chronic cerebrovascular disease. Autonomic tone at baseline, autonomic reactivity and autonomic supply of activity were determined. Patients were divided into 2 groups. Patients of the main group received acupuncture along with standard medications. Patients of the control group received standard medications. Disturbances of vascular-autonomic regulation were identified with the domination of ergotropic sympathetic effects and humoral-metabolic type of autonomic response at all patients with chronic cerebrovascular disease. Acupuncture caused a shift of the autonomic balance towards the parasympathetic activity as well as the decrease in the activity of the vasomotor center and the central regulation circuit that indicates the increase in the power of defense mechanisms associated with the normalization of autonomic balance.
